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GRAPHIC GUIDELINES

FILE FORMATS

[image: image1.png]Graphic Art – drawings, lettering etc, - Adobe Illustrator or Corel Draw or other drawing package 
· Photos – digital images from camera (hi-resolution) or photos from Adobe Photoshop, Corel Draw Paint (hi-resolution) Please provide unflattened files. If you are using fonts in Photoshop or a paint program, make sure the step level is set to high.
· PDF files are fine from the programs mentioned above or similar programs usually Adobe Graphic Suite programs
NOTE: BITMAP FILES like bmp, gif files will not print well.

FONTS
· Turn fonts into outline (Adobe Illustrator) or curves (Corel Draw) – no font files please.
FILE Size - how big is big enough and how to send us files...

· Files can be very small - a 4 foot x 4 foot banner can be a 4 inch x 4 inch graphic file.

· Make sure photos are at least 300 dpi or hiqher.
FINISHING
No bleeds are required

Do leave space for grommets, pole pocket, or other finishing in your graphics for the final fabric banner.

COLOR

· PROOFS - proofs are available upon request either as PDF at no charge or on fabric with a setup fee.

· Files must be all CYMK format or in PMS solid coated colors for matching.

· Very Important for Design Houses – hard copy printouts are essential for precise color matching
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Different Shades of the Same Color. If you have several shades of the same color in the graphic file, make sure the primary color (CYMK) blends used in making the shades have different color values.

What's Most Important in the Photo or Print. While every attempt is made to do exact color matching, sometimes one area must be compromised for the whole. Please note in the package what is the most important element to you - for example, in a photograph the blue in the sky may be more important than the green grass or the red in a logo might be more important than the blue.

Note: While we try to match colors as closely as possible - exact matches are never guaranteed.

	Step 4. Save the File as a Native File.

Graphics from Corel Draw

	Step 1. Size of Graphic File to Size of Fabric Banner

Go to: Arrange > Convert to Curves.

	Step 4. Save the File as a Native File.
